Adrian Watts,Trumpet Call, May, 2012 Update
 http://www.trumpetcall.org.nz/Trumpet_Call_Christian_Ministries/Warnings.html
Introduction – Lessons from the Past/Possibilities for the Future
Huge waves swept in from the sea swamping coastal villages and driving Māori to head for the hills. It was not merely for better defence from foes that Māori took to building large pa on hilltops. During the mid-15th century, many Māori moved their settlements to hilltops and inland sites from lowlying coastal sites. Some of those coastal sites show clear evidence of tsunami inundation. Māori oral tradition refers to a wave that caused death and destruction on the western side of D’Urville Island. It swept into the harbour and drowned almost everyone, leaving their bodies in the sand dunes that were piled up by the waves. Afterwards, human remains and artefacts were eroded from the dunes following stormy conditions or exceptionally high tides.
In 1855, a magnitude 8 earthquake, shook the lower North Island. It generated several types of tsunami. The water in Wellington Harbour slopped around as in a shaken bucket. Some of the water flooded houses and shops along Lambton Quay, which at that time was along the shoreline. The greatest tsunami, however, was generated in Cook Strait. The Rimutaka Range rose as much as 6 metres, and part of the floor of the strait was probably uplifted. The tsunami destroyed sheds more than 8 metres above the sea at Te Kopi, on the southern Wairarapa coast. It moved along the strait and up the Kapiti coast – stranding fish as far north as Ōtaki – and spread across to the South Island.
[image: image1]Magnitude 9 or greater earthquakes off the coast of South America can generate tsunamis that spread across the Pacific, taking 12 hours or more to reach the New Zealand mainland. Some of those have caused damage on the Chatham Islands and Banks Peninsula. The map on the right shows the 12-hour travel time of the May, 1960 Chilean tsunami across the Pacific Ocean to New Zealand. It was generated by a magnitude 9.5 earthquake.
Much earlier in 1868, a Peru–Chile earthquake generated a  tsunami that affected Banks Peninsula. A night watchman discovered the ships at Lyttelton’s wharves sitting on the mud bottom – the water had drained from the harbour area. Around 4 am a foaming wall of water surged into the harbour, and the water rose by over 7 metres. Ships’ hawsers snapped, and the ships were dashed against the wharves and each other, causing heavy damage. The sea gradually receded, but more big waves rolled in at intervals of several hours, and water levels rose and fell erratically over several days. In smaller bays around the peninsula, tsunami waves penetrated far inland along valleys, damaging homes and carrying away bridges and fences. 
We need to understand that life-threatening tsunami can be generated by earthquakes thousands of miles away as well as those onshore or just off our coast.
Returning to the theme of the first paragraph – about 500 years ago New Zealand was hit by what one writer described as “the mother of all tsunamis.” A wave of water 25 metres high swept ashore from the north. As high as an eight-storey building, the water surged inland up to a kilometre. It was still 10 metres high as it swelled through Cook Strait. This information comes from scientist Bruce McFadgen who spent years scouring our coasts for evidence. He and other scientists have found evidence of the big tsunami from the Northland and Bay of Plenty areas down to Nelson. 
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Near Wellington there are tsunami-generated marine gravel and rocks, pumice, seashells, driftwood and debris on Kapiti Island, in Palliser Bay and on D’Urville Island. More evidence comes from eroded riverbanks, seaside cuttings, from drilled cores and from buried Māori settlements. The whakapapa of several tribes go back to the 15th century but no further. This could be due to many knowledgeable kaumatua being lost in the waves. Radiocarbon dating was used to place the big tsunami in the 15th century. In those days, most Māori lived on the coasts of Northland, Auckland, Coromandel and Bay of Plenty – the very coasts that bore the full force of the tsunami. Māori have accounts of disastrous seas rising to the height of cliff tops, overwhelming their lands, drowning communities and sweeping away their fleets of canoes about 15 generations ago. Dr McFadgen suggests the great wave would have carried away all canoes and fishing gear, gardens and stored food, buried shellfish beds and poisoned the soil with salt. He thinks many coastal Māori would either have drowned or died of their injuries and, with the wholesale loss of food, many survivors would have succumbed to starvation. The timing of the calamitous tsunami coincides with many changes that overtook Māori. Before the disaster Maori built two-hulled canoes, afterwards only single-hulled boats. The quality of stone adzes, fishing gear, ornaments and other artefacts declined after the tsunami, which Dr McFadgen attributes to the loss of many skilled craftsmen.
Bruce McFadgen’s Hostile Shores: Catastrophic Events in Prehistoric New Zealand and Their Impact on Maori Coastal 
Communities was published by Auckland University Press 
in 2009. In a review of the book, William Bull, a Professor in the Geosciences Department of the University of Arizona, wrote: “Bruce McFadgen is a truly meticulous scientist who makes sure that he does not overstate his case.”
Concluding this brief introduction on lessons from our past, we need to consider the amount of evidence for a massive tsunami in New Zealand’s history. We need to take this historical account seriously because it could happen again! That means we need to be prepared!
The following is taken from a report of a live chat Stuff.co.nz hosted in March 2012 with tsunami expert Graham Leonard from GNS Science, ahead of the one-year anniversary of the Japan quake and tsunami on March 11, 2011. That disaster killed more than 15,800 people and destroyed entire towns.
While noting  that such events were very ‘’infrequent’’ the experts said parts of the North Island could resemble the worst impacted areas of Japan. Waves reached up to 5 km over land and 10 km up rivers in Japan last year. Leonard emphasised such a disaster would be the “worst case scenario”.
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The North Island’s east coast was more “commonly affected” by tsunamis, while in the South Island different sources impacted each of the coasts. People living on a hill by the North Island’s east coast would have to be 35 metres above sea level in the worst case scenario, Leonard said. That height dropped as you went inland.
“Parts of the upper South Island, such as Marlborough, could also be strongly affected,” he said.
Leonard said if a tsunami were to hit Wellington, people would be “generally safe” above the fourth floor of a building.  Aucklanders would probably be safer on a lower floor as a tsunami would be smaller.
He said whether staying inside a building, that was high enough, was the safest option during a tsunami was an area of active research in New Zealand. ‘’Initial findings suggest reinforced concrete buildings hold up well as long as they survive the quake and are taller than the arriving tsunami,’’ Leonard said.
A main concern was for people to stay out of the water, as some very large objects could be carried along in the surge, posing serious risks to anyone in the water.

The extent of some of the Japan Tsunami destruction may be seen from this aerial view of Wakuya, Miyagi Prefecture, Japan
National Tsunami Warning Broadcast
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At a Dawn Ceremony held at Waitangi, on Waitangi Day, Sunday, 6 February 2011, Kerei Tia Toa (a Maori elder/Kaumatua and Anglican minister, also known as Gray Theodore) shared the following prophetic revelations. 
This word was spoken on New Zealand’s national day before an audience that included the prime minister and other government officials. The spoken warning was then publicly broadcast via national television networks and other media. For a time, it stirred the nation, provoking a variety of responses. I believe this means that we should take the warning very seriously. Seek God for yourself. Is this warning of God or not? Are things really going to happen in the way that Kerei Tia Toa described? If this warning is true, in what year might we see it fulfilled?
We know when we hear the news broadcast or televised on TV, they say here is the news. It is often good news and bad news, and so with the word of the Lord – it is good news and bad news. I wish I didn’t have to say this, what I have to say.  I’ve seen the destruction of Wellington, 38 years ago.
A terrible earthquake is going to hit Wellington. The Lord has shown me the harbour water going out and coming back as a tsunami. I’ve seen the Lord ride the waters out and bring it back. The waves started to seethe from Kaiapoi to Kaikoura, the south east of the South Island it started to move up. It got to Wellington and part of it went on to the North Island towards Whanganui and Taranaki.
I’ve seen body bags lying in the streets of Wellington. I’ve seen the army called into Wellington. I’ve seen houses on the hills of Wellington, some of them disappeared. Last of all I want you to know this, and you can judge me for what it is worth. I have seen the roof of the Beehive lying in the debris of the streets of Wellington. No time was given in terms of years, and I’ve waited 38 years to say this. 
The only indication given was the month of June.
Additional information about Kerei Tia Toa’s (Gray Theodore’s) warning:
· A number of other prophetic people claim to have received revelations from God that contain some of the same events described in the Waitangi Day warning. A few of those revelations date from around the same period. Most of the other revelations were received within the last two years. These “apparent confirmations” being received in recent years may be a strong indication to the events really happening in the way that Kerei Tia Toa described, and within a relatively short time period. In Biblical terms, two is years is a relatively short time period.
· A panel of mature Christians was asked to “test” this revelation in March, 2011. Though unsure of the timing aspect of this warning, all of them believed that the revelation was a warning from God and that it should be taken seriously.
· One of that panel of mature Christians provided this feedback:
 I perceive earthquakes out in the oceans that will cause tsunamis. I believe there is a lot of truth in Gray’s vision. I see this as a future word, an end-time word where the South Pacific will be affected by tsunamis. A big one will come that will affect Wellington, New Zealand, Australia and the Pacific Islands. I do not see this for 2011. However 2012-2015 will be very turbulent years for us and in other nations.
As I urged above, seek God for yourself. This warning needs to be prayerfully considered. You need to know: 
 
1.  
Should I take this warning seriously? and  
2.  
If so, what then should I do about it?
General Note: Due to some of the bitter criticisms and unkind accusations made against prophetic people who dared to warn others of revelations about natural disasters in the past, most names will not be disclosed in this document. Kerei Tia Toa’s (Gray Theodore’s) name has been included because of the very public nature of the warning he issued. Please remember that this is primarily a call to pray and seek God for yourself. Please practise intercession instead of criticism.
Transcripts of Some Other Wellington Tsunami Visions
One night the Lord revealed to me this vision.  I was standing on Petone foreshore and I was looking out towards the sea. All of a sudden the sea went back and it went into a mighty wave. And the wave stood still like it was frozen. In this wave, were houses, and people and buses. The thing about the water was that it was dirty.
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And the Lord said to me, “I am going to come upon this land like a mighty tidal wave and I am going to destroy the things that are of man, and I am going to replace them with Me.”
What I saw was amazing. It was in such detail that I could see people lost in the wave. Houses crushed. 
When I saw the Tsunami in Japan, I freaked out because that is what it looked like. You really could not see any water. There was just material stuff floating in it.
There’s the anointed word, “material.” It was all material stuff that was going to be destroyed. So God revealed that to me.
The same man who received the Petone foreshore vision, also knew of two other Christians who had seen very similar things.
I will share two more.  Another brother who I know, had the same vision as me at nearly the same time as I did, we worked out later. In the vision he saw, he was standing on top of Wainuiomata Hill and he saw the wave coming in. Another sister I know saw the hill over here [near Taita], land-sliding, with mud destroying and crushing everyone underneath.
Additional information:
· A number of other prophetic people have had revelations about a tsunami in Wellington. Most have been received within the last two years. This tends to indicate a soon-coming fulfilment.
· Some others had revelations that were also centred on waves coming over Petone beach.
I saw this vision sometime around 1995. I saw it from a position above Hutt Road looking out across the harbour to Days Bay and Eastbourne. In the vision, there was a huge wave that went across the harbour from south to north. It was as if the harbour was a bucket that had suddenly been tipped from side to side causing the water to violently splash about in it. The wave first crashed upon Petone Beach flooding much of the area. Then a lot of the water seemed to rebound and head back across the harbour to crash on the opposite shore. The water rushed from side to side a number of times, diminishing slightly in power before the vision ended.
_________________
I saw this  vision in 1990. I saw it from a position looking down upon the wharf area at Taranaki Street on the south side of Wellington harbour. There was a small ship berthed at a wharf. Suddenly a wave around twice the height of the ship came from the north and crashed over the ship landing on the wharf. Such was the size and power of the wave it actually broke on the wharf not the ship. The wave caused the ship to turn over. The water from the wave rushed on up Taranaki Street at high speed. It seemed to be quite deep and went inland for three or four hundred metres while gradually losing speed and diminishing. I can recall these visions with startling clarity as I type these words many years later. 
_________________
“I am going to come upon this land like a mighty tidal wave and I am going to destroy the things that are of man, and I am going to replace them with Me.” This quotation from a Wellington Tsunami vision transcript above, matches aspects of the following prophetic warning produced in a small booklet of prophetic revelations in the 1990s. Note that the following is NOT specifically linked to Wellington.
I found myself standing on a beach. The tide was out with shells and driftwood showing where the high tide mark had been. Suddenly, a tidal wave swept up from the sea. I then found myself on a hilltop, watching the tidal wave sweep right across the land, washing over everything in its path. The Lord then spoke to me saying, 
“I am coming like a tidal wave, tearing people from the things they are holding onto: material possessions, jobs, habits, and even people. Only those who trust in Me and in Me alone, will be able to cope with this wave of My Spirit.”
Editor’s Note: It would be a mistake to simply dismiss this revelation as an account of a ‘spiritual wave.’ This, and other revelations of a similar nature seem to indicate a parallel  move of natural and spiritual waves. What happens in the spiritual realm affects what happens in the physical realm and vice versa.
__________________
Other non-Wellington related wave warnings follow.
The Chatham Islands will rise up out of the sea to a considerable height and be substantially larger than their present size. This event will create a tsunami that will devastate most of the flat coastal land of the east coast of both North and South Islands.
______________
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I saw a big wave coming over Christchurch, this wave overflowed the city. Many people were in danger and swimming in the water. I saw ships coming from the city, they were coming and able to save the people who were in the water. I saw little lifeboats coming to save the people.

In my vision of the earthquake, when the Pacific plate rose above the Australian plate the Cook Strait rose and a bridge was built between the two islands!
______________
A warning came through two dreams in 2011. A group of people were caught unawares by something that they should have been both aware of, and prepared for. The first dream started with a group of other Christians worshiping in a half-hearted way at an outdoor Christian conference at a campsite in Rotorua, New Zealand. The majority of Christians at the conference knew that worship and seeking God was important but they were really there to socialise. I saw clouds in the distance that looked like water. I mentioned this to someone and looked again. I was alarmed to see clearly that it actually was a wall of water that was as high as a cloud. I was shocked and I hurried to warn people of the impending doom but most weren’t even remotely paying attention, and even if they had ,there was not enough time to get to higher ground. In the dream, I had the ability to fly and escape. A very few got up a high mountain and survived, but the wave crashed through, wiping out the entire lowlands. It was impossible to escape such a mammoth event. 
It became clear to me that God was warning of impending disaster on a level unseen for some time. I wondered if this was a spiritual analogy but I know it was not. As Christians we should be seeking God. Unfortunately, we are more engrossed with the matters of this world than with seeking God and His Kingdom. If the Christians were actually seeking God and worshiping Him rather than socialising, they would have seen the reality of what was going on around them and been prepared. Even those who were busy ‘working’ for God, were caught completely unawares and only escaped by the ‘skin of their teeth’. We need to be aware and prepared. Very soon we will be facing in the natural a ‘perfect storm’ of events that will shake everything that this world stands on. If we are standing on, and relying upon, the systems of this world then we will be shaken to the extreme as well.
______________
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In a very vivid dream, I was standing on the very tip of the North Island. I felt a huge surge of ocean coming toward the country. I heard the tsunami sirens blearing. I saw people running up hills – they looked like ants there were so many.  The water was too high and too fast, the waves were filled with dead bodies. This was the Auckland area. Then I saw the East Coast of the North Island from the air.  Coastal cities were overrun from this tidal surge. I saw Waihi flood, then Tauranga.
______________
Prophecies:
I have spoken and I have warned. Disasters are coming: war, famine, earthquakes, sufferings and hardships. I have spoken and I have warned over many years, but true repentance has not taken hold and fervent intercession has been so little. Therefore your enemy’s hand is strengthened, and his destroying released. I will withhold judgments no longer O My people. You will now have to walk with Me through these times: you will learn faith through lack, you will learn trust through loss, you will learn compassion through pain, you will learn love through rejection, and you will learn joy through sorrows. O My people, all that you learn and know of Me must be poured into the lives of those who do not, yet, know Me. There is coming a release of evil and wickedness the likes of which the earth has not seen since before the Flood, and many souls will be crushed, broken and made bitter. O My people minister to all without regard to self. Heal the sick and wounded, release captives from demonic bondage and set prisoners free. My power will be given freely for all I ask of you, and the full authority of My Name is available to those who are obedient to Me. You shall be My witnesses, and do not love your own lives even to the point of death. Those who overcome, truly, truly will receive the Crown of Life.”

Am I not love?  Will I not have compassion?  I AM both. Love that must judge justly all whom I love and have made in My Image. I grieve as I watch the suffering (Christchurch) but it MUST be so. For the people to know and understand who I AM and why they are so far from Me and the truth, they must experience My hand upon them.   As they feel My wrath – know this – that not one thing shall occur outside My knowledge or loving care. It IS grievous to Me that ANY of those made in My image and capable of living in a deep love relationship with their Maker must also be treated this way. There must always be both parts of My Godhead functioning in My world so that JUSTICE is known upon the earth. The joy to come in men’s lives will far outweigh anything the flesh experiences now.  So again I say rejoice, yes rejoice, that I come in this way for those lives that would come to know Me no other way!

Though you do not see nor understand my ways, disaster will bring about a move of God as never seen before. My ways are not your ways, My ways are much higher than your ways. My glory shall be seen among the nations like a tidal wave. It will be as you have seen in the [Boxing Day] Tsunami. There will be no stopping it. It will come in with great force. People will be swept off their feet and lives will be changed forever. I shall tip this world literally upside down.  It will be as you have never seen before. Lives will be changed into my glory for all the world to see. This [tsunami] is just a taste of what is to come. There will be a mighty reaping of harvest and a mighty gnashing of teeth. This is turmoil on a scale you have never before experienced in human history. As in the days of Noah, this will be no more. 
__________________
I would encourage you to have no fear, for those I love and who serve Me are in My care. I warn those who have turned their backs on Me and have given themselves over to the evils of this world, I would shake them out of their complacency and into a place where they might be harvested like wheat. I would show them the shallowness of the gods they have chosen to believe in and worship, and the work of My hands will be before them and they will cry out to Me in their isolation and fear.
I made this country a pure gem of great beauty, and yet they have defiled it. They turn from Me to worship the spirits of darkness. Be warned you who turn to the old gods that you are breaking My commandments and that I am a jealous God.
I will send against this nation an onslaught of unnatural occurrences, and it will be seen that they are out of the normal sequence of nature and will turn men’s hearts as they look and wonder at what is happening. There will be suffering and cries of anguish as they seek for help, and as their cries fall on the emptiness of the worldly things they have worshipped they must turn to Me. I would have you pray that these ungodly people, yes even those in the Government of the land, will turn to Me, the Almighty God.
My people must unite in their love and praise, for as they worship Me so shall they break through the darkness that covers this land and let My light shine forth.  The heaviness shall be lifted and the nation set free to stand before the world as an example of brotherly love in Me. They shall show forth beauty and freedom at its best when the darkness and sin are overcome. I am calling you to prayer now for this nation – gather in twos and threes and let your voices be heard in the heavenly realms that you may save and free your land. __________________ Most Recent Revelations
Tongues and Interpretation:
My hand is drawn back. For when I move, all men will know that I have moved.  For when My mighty hand comes through this land, I will go from one shore to the next, moving up like a line through the nation. It will bring men to their knees. They will fall to their faces for terror will reign in their hearts. It is a terrible and glorious day. For My glory shall be seen throughout the land. High and mighty are My ways. My ways are not your ways.

The above revelation may perhaps refer to the sort of plumb line described in these following verses from Amos 7:7-9 below.
Thus He showed me, and behold, the Lord stood upon a wall with a plumb line, with a plumb line in 
His hand. And the Lord said to me, Amos, what do you see? And I said, A plumb line. Then said the Lord, Behold, I am setting a plumb line as a standard in the midst of My people Israel. I will not pass by and spare them any more [the door of mercy is shut]. And the [idolatrous] high places of Isaac (Israel) shall be desolate and the sanctuaries of Israel shall be laid waste, and I will rise with the sword against the house of King Jeroboam [who set up the golden calf shrines]. The following Scripture that appears to confirm the above Tongues and Interpretation revelation was given to another person the fortnight before. Though Your hand is lifted high to strike, Lord, they do not see it.  Isaiah 26:11(a) (AMP)
Three verses (including the above portion) had been impressed upon the leader of the prayer meeting where the Tongues and Interpretation revelation was given. The three verses follow with emphasis added.
My soul yearns for You [O Lord] in the night, yes, my spirit within me seeks You earnestly; for [only] when Your judgments are in the earth will the inhabitants of the world learn righteousness (uprightness and right standing with God). Though favour is shown to the wicked, yet they do not learn righteousness; in the land of uprightness they deal perversely and refuse to see the majesty of the Lord. Though Your hand is lifted high to strike, Lord, they do not see it. Let them see Your zeal for Your people and be ashamed; yes, let the fire reserved for Your enemies consume them.   Isaiah 26:9-11 (AMP)
__________________
I sense this is a serious reminder to the Christian Church in New Zealand that it would be a mistake to assume all the serious shaking typified by what has happened in Christchurch is over.
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I want to remind everyone to seek the Lord whether the “June” referred to in Gray Theodore’s Waitangi Day warning, broadcast on TV and carried by other news media in February 2011,  might refer to June 2012. This is not the time to adopt a “head in the sand” attitude to unpleasant possibilities. Neither will it do any good to turn a “deaf ear” to the warning messages!
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Receiving a revelation of a catastrophe is one matter, determining the timing of its fulfilment is another. It can also be conditional depending on the response of those who hear the warning sent by God. 
Therefore, you Israelites, I will judge each of you according to your own ways, declares the Sovereign LORD. Repent! Turn away from all your offences; then sin will not be your downfall. Rid yourselves of all the offences you have committed, and get a new heart and a new spirit. Why will you die, people of Israel? For I take no pleasure in the death of anyone, declares the Sovereign LORD. Repent and live!   Ezekiel 18:30-32
We have been informed that the late Maori Prophet/Evangelist Muri Thompson had a dream that he shared with others around 30 years ago. It was about a large earthquake in New Zealand and so realistic and frightening that he woke up gripping the side of the bed. He said he felt there was going to be a large earthquake in the Wellington area that was going to cause billions of dollars damage. He said the Government of the day wished that it hadn’t happened on their watch.

Tsunami Warnings
For warnings of tsunamis from distant sources, New Zealand relies on the Pacific Tsunami Warning Centre, based in Hawaii. The Centre receives seismic data from over 150 stations around the Pacific basin. If a large submarine or coastal earthquake greater than magnitude 7.5 occurs, they issue a regional tsunami warning to areas where a tsunami could arrive within three hours, and a tsunami watch for areas where it could arrive within six hours. They then monitor data from a network of tide stations and sea-floor pressure gauges, and if a tsunami is detected, they issue a tsunami warning for the entire Pacific basin. Warnings are received by New Zealand’s Ministry of Civil Defence and Emergency Management, who in turn notify regional authorities, the police and New Zealand Defence Force, and local emergency organisations. The public can be alerted via nationwide radio and television broadcasts.
Tsunamis produced by local sources such as offshore earthquakes may arrive at the coast in just a few minutes. This is not enough time for New Zealand’s national earthquake monitoring system to issue a warning. It is important to be aware of natural warning signs, and take basic safety precautions. If you are at the coast and experience an earthquake powerful enough to shake you off your feet, or see water receding from the shore, as soon as possible move at least 35 metres uphill or more than a kilometre inland. Stay away from all coastal rivers and streams during the danger period.
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Testing Prophetic Revelations
The three potential sources of any claimed "revelation" are God, the devil or merely human origin. We need to test revelation to see if it is from God. Satan has always tried to deceive (Matthew 24:24), so we must weigh it (1 Corinthians 14:29) and thoroughly test it (1 John 4:1), examining it and the spirit behind it. Human vessels that God uses to bring revelation are imperfect. Therefore Paul the apostle said, “Do not treat prophecies with contempt. Test everything. Hold on to the good. Avoid every kind of evil.” 1 Thessalonians 5:21-22 The following general principles are given to help you test prophetic messages. 
Does the message glorify Jesus? A message may sound encouraging and Scriptural, but if it detracts from Jesus as Lord of all and points instead to any other person, it should be rejected. See John 16:13-14 and Revelation 19:10
What fruit does this message produce? It should not confuse, produce condemnation or otherwise discourage the people of God. It may admonish or be a reproof. Conviction is not the same as condemnation. Conviction leads to repentance. Condemnation offers no hope.  A message may focus upon an area of failure but can also point the way to the forgiveness of God.
Does the message produce freedom and life? " ...the truth shall set you free."  John 8:32
"The letter kills but the spirit gives life." 2 Corinthians 3:6
Does the message agree with the letter and Spirit of Scripture? It must line up with, or be within the riverbed of Scripture (2 Timothy 3:16). It ought not to claim to add to Scripture – see Revelation 22:1819. If it contains slander or accusation, then we must disregard it.  When not specifically addressed by Scripture, we must have other tests.
One sign of its veracity, is its accuracy (Deuteronomy 18:22) – it comes to pass! Suppose it does not come to pass? Our first response might be – false prophecy! Perhaps it was not. The fulfilment of prophecy can depend on our response to it – if we respond in a certain way, it will not come to pass! The Ninevites repented when warned by Jonah, and his predications did not come to pass at the time he said they would (Jonah 3:4-5). Although this caused loss of face for the prophet, the heart of God was towards the repentant Ninevites. We cannot judge prophecy by its fulfilment alone – there are other factors at work. For example, in 2004 Robert Holmes gave a prophetic word in Kitwe, Zambia about a coming mine disaster causing deaths. The local church repented and prayed earnestly for the disaster to be averted. In 2005, an explosion and flood took place in one of the mines, but there were no casualties – Robert brought an accurate word, and an appropriate response by the people averted the worst effects of the catastrophe.
We are told to test the spirits to see if they are of God (1 John 4:1). We use the spiritual gift of discernment (1 Corinthians 12:10) and our own wisdom from our experience of testing (Hebrews 5:14). These two kinds of discernment – the spiritual and the natural – protect us from evil. God promises to give wisdom to all who ask (James 1:5) – we can seek God for wisdom about revelations.
True revelation will never result in the loss of hope. Faith, hope and love are fundamental to our relationship with God. Prophecy may indicate hard times are coming – but should point to God’s promise in the difficulty – which leads to hope (Romans 5:3-5). Regrettably, some mixed prophecy may give false hope that can make hearts sick with waiting (Proverbs 13:12).
